Within our own operations, Ecolab does not operate facilities in protected areas or areas of high
biodiversity value outside of protected areas, as defined by the World Economic Forum and the
International for Conservation of Nature (IUCN) as key biodiversity areas. We continue to monitor the
impact of our operations and evaluate additional opportunities for positive contributions to biodiversity. In
addition, we continue to partner with our suppliers to ensure we are delivering on these commitments
through change throughout the value chain.
